Understand Your Machine

• WARNING! You must read these instructions carefully before operating the 
machine. Make sure that you are familiar with the controls and properly operate 
the machine. You must learn how to stop the machine quickly. If you do not follow 
the warnings and instructions, it may result in fire and/or serious injury. Make sure to 
save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
• Read this manual and labels affixed to the machine to understand its limitations 
and potential hazards.
• Be thoroughly familiar with the controls and their proper operation. Know how to 
stop the machine and disengage the controls quickly.
• If the unit is to be used by someone other than original purchaser, or is to be 
loaned, rented, or sold, always provide this manual and any needed safety 
training before operation. The user can prevent and is responsible for accidents or 
injuries that may occur to themselves, to other people, or to property.
• Do not force the machine beyond its limits. Use the correct machine for your 
application.
• Know how to stop the machine quickly in case of emergency. Understand the 
use of all controls.

Work Area

• You must only work in daylight or with good artificial light in good visibility 
conditions. Do not work at night, at times of heavy fog, or at any other times when 
your field of vision might be limited and it would be difficult to gain a clear view of 
the area.

Batteries 

Batteries present a risk if they become damaged by the possible leaking of 
electrolyte. Electrolyte is an acid and can cause serious burn injuries. Care should 
be taken when working on or near them. NOTE: the electrolyte may be in a liquid 
or gel form.
Should you come in to contact with electrolyte you should;
• Remove all clothing contaminated with electrolyte. If you cannot remove then 
saturate them in water.

• Lead/acid battery = dilute sulphuric acid.
• Nickel/cadmium = potassium hydroxide alkali electrolyte.
• Use fresh running water to wash off excess electrolyte, continue this until medical 
assistance arrives. Make sure don’t transfer electrolyte to other body parts.
• If electrolyte comes in to contact with Eyes the electrolyte needs to be 
immediately washed away with large amounts of water. Make sure that you do 
not wash the electrolyte to another part of your face or body.
• Gasses from charging batteries are highly flammable and great care should be 
taken to charge in well ventilated areas.

• There is an explosion risk if the battery terminals are short circuited, 
when connecting/disconnecting ALWAYS exercise great care so that 
the terminals or battery leads are NOT allowed to touch and cause a 
spark. ALWAYS use suitable insulated tools.

Electricity (Where Applicable)!

• Prior to carrying out any maintenance work you MUST identify electrical
. isolation methods and isolate all electrical supplies.

- Are intact and have no signs of damage, to include but not limited to bare wires, 
chaffing, cuts and loose wiring.

Battery Charger!

Electricity (Continued)

• Power tools plug must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. DO

• DO NOT expose this power tool to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power 
tool will increase the risk of electric shock. DO NOT abuse the power cord. Never 
use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep the cord 
away from heat, oil and sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled 
cords increase the risk of electric shock. When operating a power tool, use an 
extension cord suitable for outdoor use.

• Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, 
ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is 
earthed or grounded.
• To prevent electric shock, use only with an extension cord suitable for outdoor
use. For additional protection, the installation of a residual current device (RCD) 
having a rated residual operating current not exceeding 30mA is advisable.
• Before use, check that the extension cord is in good condition. When using an 
extension cord, make sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your 
product will draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage resulting in 
loss of power and overheating.
• Do not allow any part of the machine to make contact with water while it is in
operation. If the appliance becomes wet while turned off, wipe dry before starting.
Do not touch the appliance or its plug with wet hands or while standing in water. 
Wearing rubber boots offers some protection.
• Before use, check the supply and extension cord for signs of damage or aging. If 

the cord becomes damaged during use, disconnect the cord from the supply 
immediately. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the 
manufacturer or a qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

Vibrations (Where Applicable)

• Prolonged use of hand held (operated) machines will cause the user to feel the effects 
of/from vibrations. These vibrations can lead to white finger (Raynaud’s phenomenon) or 
carpal tunnel syndrome. This condition reduces the ability of the hand to feel and regulate 
temperature, causing numbness and heat sensations and may cause nerve damage and 
circulatory tissue death.
• Not all factors that lead to white finger disease are known, but cold weather, smoking 
and other diseases that affect blood vessels and blood circulation as well as large and 
long-lasting impact of shocks are considered factors in the formation of white finger.

The HY2187 is a 20V Cordless Grass trimmer. It is powered by a 775W HYUNDAI 
motor. 

This machine is specifically a pedestrian tool, manufactured according to the 
latest safety requirements. Every precaution is only effective when it’s followed 
exactly. 

Intended Use 

This machine is designed and manufactured for trimming grass and small 
shrubbery.

This machine is intended for use in environments with a maximum ambient
temperature of 32oC.

User Types 

This machine is intended for use by consumers, i.e. non professional operators. The 
machine is intended for “DIY” and domestic use only. 

Improper Use 

Any other usage not in keeping with the above mentioned ones may be 
hazardous and harm persons and/or damage things. Examples of improper use 
may include, but are not limited to: 
• Use within a househole
• Use for cutting solid materials i.e rocks, plaster etc
• Use in wet environments, ponds, lake edges etc

Attach Trimmer Guard

1. Insert the Trimmer Guard (I), lining up the screw holes.

2. Insert a screw into the hole, and secure until tight. 

*Note* - Double check the trimmer head is secured, shake it gently to 
ensure it stay in place.

Attach Front Guard and Auxiliary Handle

1. Insert the Front Guard (A) into it’s guided slot. Either side of the 
Trimmer Head is a guide where the Front Guard sits.

2. Put the Auxiliary handle (C) onto it’s seat. Insert the large bolt from 
the left hand side, and secure with the hand nut on the opposite 
side.

Insert Battery

! Ensure battery is fully charged before assembly, see page 21.

Insert the Battery (M) with the Battery Release Button (L) facing away 
from the Battery Carriage (G). An audible *click!* will be heard when 
it’s secured into place. To Remove, press the Battery Release Button (L)

and out the battery away from the machine.

Charge Indicator Button

Battery Charge Indicator
To check the charge of the Battery, press the Charge Indicator Button. These will 
light up the LED’s meaning:
3 LED’s Illuminated – Fully Charged
2 LED’s Illuminated – 50% Charged 
1 LED Illuminated – Requires Charging

! Ensure the power source switch is OFF when plugging in Battery Charger

1. Slide the Battery (M) into the Battery Charger (N), by lining up the
terminals on both. It will be secured with an affirmative *click!*.

NOTE – To remove the battery, press the Battery Release Button(L) whilst 
pulling away from the Battery Charger (N).   

2. Plug in the Battery Charger (N), then turn on the power source.
3. The Charge State Lights will indicate the following:

Solid Green & Flashing Red: Charging
Solid Green & Solid Red: Fully charged
Flashing Green: Thermal protection activated, this is 
when the battery is either too hot or too cold to be 
charged.

The HY2187 has adjustable for all heights of user. Use the Adjustment 

Collar (B), to extended the telescopic shaft of the machine. Loosen the 
collar, extended to preferred length and then  secure by tightening the 
collar.

The Trimmer head angle can also be changed, press the Trimmer Head 

Angle Button (H) to adjust the position of the trimmer head. It will snap 
into it’s varying positions when the button is released.

Edging Wheel Use
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The Trimmer Head Rotation Collar (P) is used to rotate the Trimmer head 
for the Edging wheel use. Pull the whole trimmer head downward, this 
will open up the Trimmer Head Rotation Collar (P), allowing the trimmer 
head to rotate. It will rotate either way dependant on preference.

Operation
Stopping and Starting
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1. When using the HY2187, the machine required use of both hands. 
Ensure the Auxiliary handle is in a comfortable position. Loosen the 
hand nut on the Auxiliary handle, and adjust to preferred position. 
Secure by tightening the hand nut. 

2. To start the machine, you my firstly press the Power Safety Button 

(E). Whilst pressing this, press the On/Off Trigger. With these 2 
simultaneously pressed, the machine will start. Allow the machine a 
second or two to get to full speed.

Automatic Line Feed

Every time the machine is switched on, the trimmer line will automatically be given 
out. You do not need to extend it yourself. There is a built-in line cutter so it will cut 
the line to make sure it is not too long. You must make sure the cutting head has 
stopped completely before switching the machine on again.

When the trimmer line has run out, you can replace it following the instructions in 
this manual. You can either replace the trimmer line or replace the whole spool.
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Operation
Tips For Use

After reading the safety instructions carefully, follow the instructions below 

attentively in order to get the most out of your grass trimmer.

1.  Start off slowly, when you have gained experience, you will be able to use the 
grass trimmer to its full potential.
2. Start the grass trimmer before getting close to the grass being cut.
3. Cut the grass by moving the grass trimmer from right to left and proceed slowly.
4. High grass should be cut in layers, always beginning from the top. The cuts 
should be short.
5. You must always work with the cable away from the trimmer.
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Maintenance & Care
General Maintenance

WARNING : Turn OFF the machine, allow all moving parts to come to a 

complete stop, and disconnect the power cord before maintaining the machine. 

You need to wear proper clothing and protective gloves whenever your hands are 

at risk.

• Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the machine is in a safe working 
condition.

• Replace worn or damaged parts for safety. Only use manufacturer-
recommended parts and accessories.

Storage

Keep the machine stored in a dry, level area away from damp, moisture and 

rain fall. Allow the machine to cool down before storing.

• Make sure the machine is clean and dry before storing.
• Ensure the machine is stored in a position, where any persons cannot step on, to 

attempt to reach items up high, due to risk of movement.
• DO NOT store the machine near an ignition source, such as a wood stove, gas 

or electric heater, or an appliance or heater with a pilot light.
• Store the machine out of reach of children or anyone who is not familiar with 

operation.
• DO NOT stack other items on top of the machine when in storage.
• Make sure the machine is stored away from direct sunlight. Store indoors or in a 

safe, frost-free area during severe weather and winter months.

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Maintenance & Care
Replacing Trimmer Line

1. Turn the trimmer so that the cutting head is facing upwards. Squeeze the two 
tabs on the spool cover. See image 1.

2. Pull spool cover away from spool. See image 2.

3. Cut two lengths of nylon trimmer line 5m in length and insert the end of each line 
into the two holes in the trimmer spool reel. See image 3.

4. Wind the trimmer line around the reel in the direction of the arrow. See image 4.
