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Assembly Procedure

Podium Steps: Standard Gate with Ladder

1.  Whilst the podium is in a close position, ensure the castors are unlocked here. Please see the
two images below, which will differ depending on what model has been specified. Either four
wheels, or two wheels & two base plates.

4. Place the detachable Ladder in position, and lock the bottom braces into place. Ensure the
hooks are in place and locked. Then follow the same step with the top of the ladder

2. Open the podium frame and unlock the elbow - ensure they are locked into position securely

5. Lock the castors at a 45 Degree angle
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Assembly Procedure

6. If your Podium has Stabilisers - Fit the stabilisers at a 45 degree angle. If you are unable to 9. For 1.75m and 2m platform heights the Stabilisers are fitted as show below.
do this, due to the placement of the podium place the stabilisers parallel.

7. Pull the gate into the closed position - You must ensure the gate hook is securely fastened,
and locked into place. Do not use a podium if you are unable to secure this gate.

8. Follow another safety check, to ensure all components are present, and are fixed into place
correctly.
