4.2, USING THE DRILL (FIG.1)
Ensure that you have read, understood and comply with all the safety instructions in Section 1.
4.21. Ensure the direction switch is in the mid (lock) position. Open the chuck and insert the required drill or screwdriver bit.
422 Select high or low speed by using the selector on top of the casing (high speed for drilling, low for hammer or screw driving).
4.2.3. Select the direction of rotation by means of the forward/reverse selector.
4.24. Select hammer, screw or drill by turning the selector ring.
4.2.5. If driving screws, set the required torque by means of the torque selector ring. Setting value 1 is the lowest torque setting.
4.2.6. The LED worklight is lit whenever the trigger is depressed.
4.2.8. When finished, remove the bit, clean the drill and bit and replace the drill in its case.

4.2.9. Store in a cool, dry place out of the reach of children.
