	 The lamp is designed to be used beneath a parasol, protected from the rain.
	 Store the lamp inside when not in use.

	 DO NOT use the auxilliary socket. (Not connected on this model)

Lightweight composite structure has been designed to easily fit most parasol centre support 
beams, ranging from Ø30mm to Ø45mm. Spring loaded ribbed rubber grips strengthen the grip 
around the centre beam. Quick release button opens lamp for easy and simple fitting. 16 LED 
lights mounted at an angle to give wide spread of light for evenings outside. Powered by 3 x AA 
batteries (not included)

4.1	 Remove battery compartment lid situated on opposite face to lights and observe polarity, as 	
	 shown in moulding. Insert 3 "AA" batteries (not supplied) into compartment and replace lid.
4.2	 Press the release button to open the segments.
4.3	 "Wrap" around the pole centrally for best grip, and snap closed.
4.4	 Press on/off button to switch lights on/off. Switch off after use.
