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4.1.1. Connect the charger into the USB socket on the light. Plug in to power supply and turn on. The LEDs on the lamp will light as the
battery charges. When all LEDs are lit, the torch is fully charged.

4.1.2. When the battery has fully charged (approx 3 hrs) disconnect from mains supply.
NOTE: The Lithium battery does not suffer from memory effect and once fully charged may be stored for up to six months without
another charge.

4.1.3. Unfold lamp.

4.2. LIGHTING MODES

4.2.1. Press ON button to cycle through the lighting modes. Press once for COB at 220Im, twice for COB at 550Im, three presses turns on
LED at 80Im and fourth press turns torch off.

4.2.2. If the light is left set in any mode for more than 10 seconds, the next press will turn the unit off.

4.3. LIGHT ARRANGEMENT

4.3.1. Positioning of the light with respect to the torch body can be achieved by either unfolding it and rotating light up or down through 180°,
twisting it through 180° or ‘rolling’ it to one side. The methods may be combined to adjust to any situation.

4.3.2. Light can be hung from the hook or attached using magnets.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1. Keep light clean and check for damage before every use. If damage is observed, remove from use until unit is repaired.
5.2. The battery is not designed to be removed.
