Check that the master switch is turned to OFF, A1and the water filter is fitted into the pump’s inlet pipe. Screw the snap connector into
place, by hand, without the aid of tools, A2.

Connect the water supply hose to the snap connector. The hose must have an inside diameter of at least1/2” (13mm), A3.
Connect the high pressure hose to the pump’s outlet pipe. Press the high pressure hose coupling fully down and then screw into
place by hand without the aid of tools, A4.

Connect the high pressure hose to the gun, A5.

Turn the water tap fully on. The water temperature MUST be below 40°C, A6.

IMPORTANT The machine has to operate with clean water in order to avoid any damage to the machine.

PRESSURE WASHING

Turn electric pump switch ON, see fig.2.2.

To wash with Hot water turn the Burner switch ON, see fig.2.1. The burner operates when the trigger is pressed.
Unlock lance, fig.B.2, pull trigger, fig.B.3, hold the lance steady with both hands, fig.B.4.

TURN MACHINE OFF

Turn off water supply, fig.C.4.

Disconnect from mains supply, fig.C.3.

Release trigger, fig.C.4 and apply trigger lock fig.C.5.
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7.3. AUTOMATIC STOP SYSTEM

7.3.1. Automatic Stop system stops the machine during the bypass phase.

7.3.2. To start the machine it is necessary to set the switch, fig.2.2 to the on (I) ‘ON’ position. After that press the trigger. The Automatic Stop
System will start the machine and will stop it automatically when the trigger is released. It is advisable to put on the trigger lock on the
pistol trigger whenever the machine is stopped, in order to prevent unintentional starting.

7.7.1. Connect a supply hose (not included) to the water inlet of the unit and to the water supply. Turn the water supply on.
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a WARNING! The machine is not suitable for connection to the potable water mains. The machine can only be connected to the water
mains, if the mains are separated from the mains from a backflow preventer.
7.7.2. Ensure that the hose is at least @13mm - 1/2 inch and that it is reinforced.

7.8.4. Vent the unit before operation:
- unscrew the high pressure line at the high pressure outlet of the unit
- switch on the unit and let it run until water free of bubbles emerges at the high pressure outlet.
- Switch off the unit and screw on the high pressure hose again.
IMPORTANT Failure to comply with the above conditions causes serious mechanical damage to the pump and loss of warranty cover.

8. MAINTENANCE

a WARNING! Disconnect the machine from the mains supply during Maintenance.
a WARNING! DO NOT spray the machine with water and DO NOT use aggressive solvents the machine could be damaged.
8.1. CLEANING Refer to fig. G
8.2. Clean the machine with a with a dry cloth.
8.2.1. Always keep the machine clean so that cooling air can pass through the slits without obstruction.
8.2.2. Cleaning the water filter
8.2.2.1. To ensure the pump gives good service it is extremely important to check and clean the water filter frequently. Use pliers to extract it
from the pump, see fig.G.1, rinse it carefully in running water.
8.2.3. Cleaning the nozzle
8.2.3.1. Ablockage may prevent the machine from working correctly, so it must be kept clean. Switch off the machine, see section 7.2, and
remove the lance. Clean the nozzle with the pin provided. Rinse the lance in running water.

8.2.5. Replacement of the metal fuel pipe is advisable after disassembly, to avoid fuel leakages.

8.3.1. In normal operation, the motor pump does not require an oil change at any point in the machine’s normal lifetime, as the pump is a
sealed unit.
