4. ASSEMBLY

4.1. Remove the stand handles from the protective packaging.

4.2. Lay the parts out on the floor and position the creeper ready to assemble the stand handles.

4.3. Locate the mounting holes on the creeper’s frame. See fig.1.

4.4, Attach one castor wheel to the bottom of the creeper’s frame, and one stand handle to the top each side. See fig.1.

4.5. Attach supplied crush washer and lock nut to each castor wheel bolt. Tighten lock nut using the supplied hex key wrench.

Before each use inspect the overall condition of the creeper for broken, cracked or bent parts that may effect the proper operation.
