2-Position handle locks upright or at 45° and features tools for five different 	
	 drum caps and a metal drum tilting attachment.

5.4.	 		 Refit the handle to the trolley and transport drum.

6.1.	 		 Daily: check for damage.
6.2.	 		 Monthly: oil wheels.
